JUMP Afterschool Childcare Program Information 

Our program is designed to ensure that children receive quality Jewish education experience. We do so through project 

based, and experiential learning.  Our program is structured and well-planned.  Each day children participate in arts and 

crafts, review games, engaging academic components, and  character education. 

CELL PHONE USAGE 

Afterschool childcare is an extension of the normal school day.  Afterschool childcare students are to follow the same 

guidelines that are reflected in the School Board of Broward County Code of Student Conduct.  When students are 

participating in the childcare program, cell phones may not be used and must be off and out of sight. 

ABSENCE & ILLNESS 

Please notify the JUMP office at 561-376-9972 by 11:00am if your child will be absent from the afterschool program. 

AUTHORIZED PERSONS 

Only those persons listed on the registration form are authorized to pick up your child.  On occasion, you may need to 

authorize someone to pick up your child for you.  To do this, please call the JUMP office by 12:00pm.  You will need to 

know your Parent Password that you chose at the time of registration.  If there is any doubt, phone verification will be 

made to the parent before a child is released. 

It is necessary for JUMP to have on file documentation as to who has legal custody in case of divorce.  If there is no court

said documentation is on file. 

The custodial parent must provide written permission for the non-custodial parent to pick up a child on a regular or 

special occasion.  These forms must be submitted each year with a new registration form.  The parent that signs the 

registration form is the only person who can make changes on the form.  Dual custodial rights do not supersede this 

procedure. 

PAYMENTS & BILLING 

Payment is due on the 15th of every month.  Payments received after the 20th of the month will incur an additional $20 

late fee.  Also, if payment is not received by the last day of the month, your child will automatically be withdrawn from 

the program as of the 1st of the month. 

Payments can be made online or in person at the JUMP office in Hollywood.  Site Directors will accept check payments at 

program sites. 

All program fees must be paid regardless of absenteeism.  A $25 processing fee will be charged if a child is withdrawn 

prior to the start of the program.  A $32 fee will be charged for any checks returned.  Any declined credit card will be 

subject to a $10 fee per decline.  Any fees incurred must be paid when tuition is due. 



   

 

REFUNDS 

No refunds are issued for missed days during the month.  Refunds due to emergency school closings, such as during a 

hurricane, will also not be issued. 

EMERGENCY CLOSING 

If, for some emergency reason, the school closes, the JUMP program will also be closed.  For verification of an emergency 

closing, call the JUMP office.  We follow Broward County School Board closings. 

MEDICATIONS 

Medication which needs to be administered should: 

a) be brought directly to the Site Director 

b) be in the original container and contain written instructions as to quantity, time for it to be administered, name 

and phone number of physician, and any other directions.

Additionally, written authorization must be given to JUMP to administer the medication.  This clearance must be written 

on an authorization form obtained from the JUMP office or school site director. 

SNACKS 

Snack is served daily.  We offer children a beverage and healthy snack.  If your child has any dietary restrictions, please 

notify the JUMP office or the school site director. 

DISCIPLINE 

The philosophy of the program is based on respect being shown to all.  Children are related to on an individual basis.  

Should discipline problems arise, the child will be spoken to in the hopes that the discussion is all that is required to 

correct the problem.

SAFETY PROCEDURES 

Children suffering injury during the program will be brought to the Site Director for necessary care.  If the injury appears 

serious, the child will remain at the scene of the injury and will be given first aid to avoid further injury or complication.  

In the event of serious injury, 

emergency fire and rescue will be summoned.  Parent/Guardian will be notified at the time of injury or illness and asked 

to pick up the child. 

LATE POLICY 

It is imperative that parents pick up children no later than 4:00pm.  Any parent not picking up by 4:00pm will be charged 

$5.00 for the first 15 minutes and an additional $10.00 for each additional 15-minute interval (per child).  There will be no 

exceptions.  Charges for late pick-up are due at the time of pick-up.  After a parent is late three (3) times, the child may 

be asked to leave the program.  As per our guidelines, the police must be called if any child is not picked up by 5:00pm. 

It is important that we have correct phone numbers and addresses for parents/guardians.  If you move or change your 

phone number, please give the current information to the person at the sign-out desk and the JUMP office. 

LOST ITEMS 

JUMP will not be responsible for any lost items (clothing, toys, etc.). 

DISMISSAL PROCEDURE 

JUMP students will be escorted to the parking lot by their JUMP teacher and supervised until they are safely inside their
